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12 Tracks of original songs

Pop Songs for the Disenchanted, the first release by The Tripping Cherubs, is a collection of
songs with an independent spirit recorded over the last year.

The Tripping Cherubs is a band tag for Andrew Middleton. He explains, "The sound is of a four
piece guitar band. The influences on the music are four piece guitar bands. The influences on
the subject matter however are deeply personal. The music gets written and recorded when it
needs to get written and recorded. This immediacy is very much part of the sound and feeling.
So the Tripping Cherubs is a band."

This is the second album this year featuring Andrew, the first being Shine by four piece label
mates The Sinister Cleaners. Now that really is four people.

Pop Songs?

“Yes - the format is very important to what | do. | like melody, repetition, choruses, middle eights,
and simple structures. That's a solid foundation and with that in place you can go from utterly
sensitive to harsh and abrasive in the blink of an eye. It's OK to be deep and it's OK to be trivial.
And if it makes you whistle - so much the better.”

Disenchanted?

“I'm not at ease with the world. | don't like what we are doing with it most of the time. Along time
ago some despicable person said, ‘There is no such thing as society’ and somehow that suited
everyone just fine. Well it doesn't suit me. The only good thing about it is it gives me plenty to
write about. Mind you, there are hints of happy moments here too!”

Pop Songs for the Disenchanted is bitter, hinting at paranoia and moments of personal doubt.
It's central question is one of disbelief. 'What the hell is This about?"

The sound

The sound is dominated by layers of melodic electric and acoustic guitar, vocals that sit high
in the mix, bass, programmed drums with occasional keyboards, and percussion. Musical
influences are diverse, but include T Rex, Television, The Three Johns, That Petrol Emotion and
many other bands that begin with T.

Subject matters

Songs such as Fine bemoan cheap media flotsam: phone-ins and uninspiring reality TV. Many
of the songs, such as Everything is Feeling, | Can't Explain, and Your Life Is Strange, are more
personal reflections on life after near death experiences. The optimism in the album exists in the
conviction of songs like Imaginary Friend, in its occasional romantic moments and in the ultimate
belief in human kindness found in songs such as Make Me Smile and Happy Reprise.
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
